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From the Pastor’s Desk 
Jubilee 2025 

 
Peace to you! Thank for all your prayers this week as I was on retreat. They were felt and effective! Please 
note below the special opportunity to bring the candles that you burn in your home to church to be blessed on 
Sunday, February 2nd (or at the 4 pm Mass on Saturday Feb 1st), which is the Feast of the Presentation of the 
Lord, 40 days after Christmas day. This day is also called “Candlemas.” I will write more about this tradition of 
our Catholic faith next weekend. 
 
This year, 2025, is a Jubilee Year. What is a Jubilee Year and what does it mean for us? In the weeks ahead, I 
plan to go through both Bishop Battersby’s decree on the Designation of Churches and Sacred Places for 
Pilgrimage for the Ordinary Jubilee Year 2025 and Pope Francis’ Papal Bull of Indiction of the Jubilee Year and 
to offer my explanations. I hope it is helpful to you. Please find below the first paragraph from Pope Francis.

SPES NON CONFUNDIT 
Bull of Indiction of the Ordinary Jubilee of the Year 2025  
Francis, Bishop of Rome 
Servant of the Servants of God 
To all who read this letter, may hope fill your hearts 
 
1. SPES NON CONFUNDIT. “Hope does not disappoint” (Rom 5:5). In the spirit of hope, the Apostle Paul 
addressed these words of encouragement to the Christian community of Rome. Hope is also the central 
message of the coming Jubilee that, in accordance with an ancient tradition, the Pope proclaims every twenty-
five years. My thoughts turn to all those pilgrims of hope who will travel to Rome in order to experience the 
Holy Year and to all those others who, though unable to visit the City of the Apostles Peter and Paul, will 
celebrate it in their local Churches. For everyone, may the Jubilee be a moment of genuine, personal 
encounter with the Lord Jesus, the “door” (cf. Jn 10:7.9) of our salvation, whom the Church is charged to 
proclaim always, everywhere and to all as “our hope” (1 Tim 1:1). 
 
Everyone knows what it is to hope. In the heart of each person, hope dwells as the desire and expectation of 
good things to come, despite our not knowing what the future may bring. Even so, uncertainty about the future 
may at times give rise to conflicting feelings, ranging from confident trust to apprehensiveness, from serenity to 
anxiety, from firm conviction to hesitation and doubt. Often we come across people who are discouraged, 
pessimistic and cynical about the future, as if nothing could possibly bring them happiness. For all of us, may 
the Jubilee be an opportunity to be renewed in hope. God’s word helps us find reasons for that hope. Taking it 
as our guide, let us return to the message that the Apostle Paul wished to communicate to the Christians of 
Rome.

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back of the church. The candles blessed that day will be used for the blessing of throats after Mass (since the 
feast of St. Blaise, Feb. 3, falls on a Monday). If you have any candles from home that you would like me to 
bless and to take back home with you, please plan to bring them to Mass Feb 1st or Feb 2nd. Place them on the 
table in the back of church and make sure you have your name on a piece of paper under them (or in the bag 
with them). 
 
Update! St. Charles Pilgrimage in 2025 
I should be getting the contract this week and the detailed itinerary for the pilgrimage to Italy which will take 
place September 29-October 8, 2025. The pilgrimage includes Rome and going through the Holy Doors, 
Assisi, and Milan. In Rome and Milan we will stop at sites significant in the life of St. Charles Borromeo, our 
parish patron. The estimated cost is $6,500 per person. If you are at all interested in going, please let me know 
ASAP so that I can keep you updated.
